The twenty-four piano transcriptions of Domenico Scarlatti’s keyboard sonatas by Enrique Granados are not well-known and are not even listed in some definitive reference books, including Maurice Hinson’s The Pianist’s Guide to Transcriptions, Arrangements, and Paraphrases.  Their performances, including one in the White House, by Granados himself received rave reviews prior to his untimely death in 1916.  Now rarely performed, eight of these will be presented in depth and performed at a CEOMTA piano workshop as a lecture recital by Gulimina Mahamuti.  
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Ms. Mahamuti is a doctoral candidate at UMKC Conservatory of Music and Dance, and was a full-time piano faculty member at Northwest University for Nationalities in China, where she was published in major music journals.  In the USA, her article, “Professional Development Makes You Recession-Resistant,” was published in the Sept/Oct 2009 issue of Clavier Companion after she presented at the 2009 MTNA National Conference.  She taught applied and group piano at the collegiate level and served as a piano juror at the Mid-America Music Festival in the US.  Gulimina has performed extensively as a soloist and chamber musician and has appeared in numerous occasions on China State Television.  She holds two Master of Music degrees, one in Piano Performance from Pittsburg State University and one in Piano Performance and Piano Pedagogy from Harbin Normal University, China.
