The following stipulations will apply, please read carefully:

All participants must attend a Worthington school or reside within the Worthington School District.
Age divisions:                                                                                                                                                  There are two divisions: Junior Division: Students from grades seven, eight and nine.  Senior Division: Students from grades ten, eleven and twelve.
Selections and presentation:                                                                                                                

Each person auditioning is to present TWO selections, one from each of two different periods of music. These periods are:  1. Baroque or classic    2. Romantic or impressionistic     3. Contemporary/twentieth century.

The total presentation is not to exceed seven minutes or take fewer than four minutes. Longer selections may be interrupted at the option of the judges. Pianists and instrumentalists may use one movement of a sonata or a sonatina. Instrumentalists may use a concerto, but pianists may not because of the difficulty of presentation at the concert.
Memorization:                                                                                                                               Memorization is required for applicants in piano and voice and is optional for all other instruments.

Accompanists:                                                                                                                                              Vocalists and instrumentalists must provide an accompanist for both the audition and the concert. Failure to do so will result in disqualification.

Copies of music:                                                                                                                                   Applicants must furnish one published copy of each of the works to be performed for the use of the judges. These must have the measures numbered.

For judges, photocopies are not acceptable. Music for the soloist and the accompanist is in addition to these numbered originals.

At the time of audition:                                                                                                                          

Only the performer, accompanist, judges and a timer will be present at the audition. Parents and teachers are to remain outside the audition room at this time. 

Judging:                                                                                                                                                             A panel of qualified musicians will be secured to judge the auditions. From their ratings, one outstanding young musician will be selected from each division. However, the names of these two students will not be revealed until immediately following the concert, at which time an award of $125 will be presented to the Senior Division Outstanding Young Musician; the Junior Division Outstanding Young Musician will receive an award of $100.

The judges will select, on the basis of performance, those students who will appear in concert. These students will be notified by mail during the week after the auditions. Judges comments will be forwarded to each participant.  It will be necessary for the selected students to perform at the concert in order to receive the award. 

A student who has previously been named an Outstanding Young Musician may not enter the same division on the same instrument again.
