Oboe Master Conference 

Artistic Director:     Elaine Douvas, Principal Oboist of the Metropolitan Opera and Department Chair of Woodwinds at the Julliard School 

 This prestigious event is designed as a refresher course for professionals, teachers of the oboe and for pre-professionals who wish to reevaluate their teaching and performance skills.   

Early Music Workshop 

Artistic Director:   Mark Cudek, Director of the Early Music Department at the Peabody Institute of Johns Hopkins University and founding member of the Baltimore Consort   

The Early Music Workshop focuses on early techniques, articulation, ornamentation, improvisation and ensemble arrangement in medieval and renaissance music.  The workshop culminates with a participant performance on period instruments such as recorders and other early winds, viols, lutes, harpsichord and percussion.  Vocalists are also encouraged to attend.   

Interlochen Band & Orchestra Conductors’ Symposium  
As a participant in this three-day symposium, conductors will have the opportunity to refine and enhance conducting techniques, observe rehearsals of the Interlochen World Youth Wind Symphony and All State Orchestra, lecture classes on repertoire, conducting fundamentals and rehearsal techniques.  Participants will have ample opportunities to ask questions and voice their musical opinions in the panel discussion with the conductors and daily sessions.  

Interlochen Choir Conductors’ Symposium  
As a participant in this three-day symposium, conductors will have the opportunity to refine and enhance your conducting techniques, observe rehearsals of the Interlochen World Youth Honors Choir, lecture classes on repertoire, conducting fundamentals and rehearsal techniques.  Participants will have ample opportunities to ask questions and voice their musical opinions in the panel discussion with the conductors and daily sessions.  

Adult Band Camp 
Artistic Director:  Tom Riccobono, Interlochen Arts Academy Instructor of Trombone, Euphonium and Tuba      

The Interlochen Adult Band Camp provides a challenging yet supportive and friendly environment for adults of all ages who want to experience the joys of ensemble performance. Repertoire will be tailored to the ensemble and led by Tom Riccobono, an instructor at the Interlochen Arts Academy and frequent conductor with community bands and orchestras.  Faculty will teach master classes, coach daily chamber music and play with you in the full ensemble. The full band will give a public performance on Sunday, August 9, in Corson Auditorium. 

Adult Chamber Music Camp 

Artistic Director:  Bayla Keyes   

For nearly six decades, adult musicians have come to Interlochen to perform great works of chamber music.  This summer, chamber music devotees from around the country and world will immerse themselves in six days of instruction and performances by notable string, keyboard and wind faculty of leading musicians.  The dynamic Enso String Quartet will return as the artists-in-residence.  A variety of class options will provide each participant with an enriching experience.  

Interlochen Guitar Festival & Workshop 

Artistic Director:  John Wunsch, Instructor of Guitar at Interlochen Arts Academy   

The 2009 IGFW celebrates the guitar with more great hands-on workshops, master classes and evening concerts. The instruction is for all levels and all styles of adult guitarists. This year will feature classical and flamenco ensembles and blues and rock bands for participants, giving them the chance to establish and improve skills by working with experienced professionals. Composition workshops and master classes led by Grammy winning guitarist and composer Andrew York will provide guidance for guitar composers and offer a learning experience to those who are new to creating their music. IGFW again offers unique and popular offerings for “wellness and joy in music”, exploring topics such as performance anxiety and Tai Chi for guitarists. New this year, will be introductory and advanced courses for the Chapman stick, with inventor, Emmett Chapman.   

Arts Management Workshop: Back to Basics 

Artistic Director:     Ellen Rosewall, Associate Professor of Arts Management at University of Wisconsin   

The Arts is a significant industry in the United States, generating over $166 billion in economic activity every year.  This industry, however, is managed very differently than other businesses.  This workshop is useful for any student, arts manager or board member seeking to manage an arts organization more efficiently and successfully, by providing an in-depth look at the unique aspects of managing the arts, from funding to marketing to creating a more supportive climate for the arts.  Participants will combine working sessions on a variety of topics and presentations by working arts managers and leaders.
